Argument Terms – Slip or Trip? 


Claim – point you’re trying to prove, arguable

Ex: Queenie killed her husband.  

What are you arguing? 
Evidence – reasons or examples to show why your claim is true.

Ex: Queenie’s husband is laying down backwards at the bottom of the stairs. 

Why should I believe you? 
Warrant – explains how or why the evidence proves your claim. 

Ex: When people fall down the stairs, they fall up, not down. So Queenie likely killed her husband and then placed him at the bottom of the stairs as if he’d fallen. 

How does your evidence support your claim?
