Animal Farm Ch 9-10 Questions 

1. What happened to Boxer? What did this show about Napoleon? 
2. Why do the animals accept Squealer’s explanation for Boxer’s death? 

3. Why is Napoleon the only animal running for President? What would happen if another animal ran? 

4. What is the significance of Napoleon changing the name of Animal Farm back to “The Manor Farm”? 
5. “It might be that their lives were hard and that not all of their hopes had been fulfilled; but they were conscious that they were not as other animals. If they went hungry, it was not from feeding tyrannical human beings; if they worked hard, at least they worked for themselves. No creature among them went upon two legs. No creature called any other creature "Master." All animals were equal.” Share your thoughts on this quote. 

6. At the end the animals cannot distinguish between the pigs and the men. What is George Orwell (the author) trying to communicate about leadership and power? 

7. Does absolute power corrupt absolutely? 

8. Think back to our discussion of fables. What is the moral of this story? What is the author trying to teach?
